Personal Protective Equipment (PPE)

The best way to make the workplace safe is to take away hazards altogether. But often you can’t do this.
This is where Personal Protective Equipment (or PPE) can help.

PPE is clothing or equipment worn on the body to protect you from hazards. PPE will not take away
the risk of harm altogether, but it will help keep you safe. Below are some examples of PPE.

Hard hat

Safety glasses

Sunscreen

High visibility clothing

Mobiling the EWP

When mobiling the EWP, the safest position for the basket and boom is lowered and retracted.
This gives the EWP maximum stability.

Always check that the
EWP’s warning devices are
working before you move.

Mobiling the EWP (continued)

Always check the manufacturer’s instructions before moving any self-propelled EWP. These instructions will tell you:

If the EWP can be driven across slopes. The speed at which the EWP can be safely driven.

The EWP should always be moved around at an
extremely slow speed.
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
